Mini Golf Multiplication – teacher notes

Learning Outcomes

· Use known number facts and place value to consolidate mental multiplication.

Resources

A set of digit cards for the teachers’ use.

Copies of ‘Mini Golf’ worksheet.

A class set of calculators.

Counters

Oral and mental starter

Write the multiples of 10 from 10 to 90 randomly on the board.

Place your set of digit cards face down on the table.  Choose one of the numbers on the board, say 40.  Turn over a number card, say 6.  The pupils must quickly give the result of multiplying the two numbers together (40 x 6).

Main Activity

Tell the pupils that they are going to play a game of ‘Mini Golf’ in pairs, which involves mentally multiplying a 2-digit number by a one-digit number.  Give an example such as 27 x 4.  Ask how they would do this mentally, remembering any strategies they have used before.

Give out the sheets and calculators.  You will also need to tell the pupils to come up with six single digit numbers for their own golf holes.  Numbers can be repeated if they wish.  Pupils then play the game according to the rules on the sheet.

Differentiation

More able: Give these pairs a variety of larger numbers to use.

Less able: Give these pairs low numbers such as 2 or 3.

Plenary

Discuss the strategies used – multiplying the tens digit first, doubling and halving, etc.

· Think of 6 ‘single digit’ numbers for your golf holes and write them down.

· Then, take turns to choose a number from your own golf bag and, in your head, multiply it by the number you have picked for your first golf hole.

· Your partner should check your answer using a calculator.

· If you are correct, move your counter to the next hole.

· If you are wrong, you must not move your counter and you must wait your turn.

· The winner is the first player to answer 6 questions and reach the Clubhouse.
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
