Ordering decimals.

Aims/objectives:

To understand the relative sizes of decimal numbers.

To practice counting in tenths/hundredths.

To practice ordering decimals.

Starting points (15 mins):

· Starting at different numbers (e.g. 0, 1,2, 7.72) – count backwards and forwards in units of 0.1 or 0.01 with the class.

· Starting at different numbers (e.g. 0, 1,2, 7.72) – count forwards in units of 0.1 or 0.01 (or multiples of these) by students writing in the form of a list in exercise books. Set a time limit (e.g. 1 minute) and see who can get the furthest.

Teachers should discuss the equivalence of numbers like 0.1 and 0.10. 

Real life applications should as timing in sport could also be discussed.

Main activity (15 minutes):

Worksheet – Decimals
May need to check understanding through questioning first.

Plenary (10 mins):

The plenary session can be used to mark/discuss the students work and check scores.
