USING A MIRROR.

Aims/objectives:

To give students experience of reflections and the use of a mirror.

To build up an understanding of reflections.

To develop the concept of symmetry.

Starting point (10 mins):

Give out the ‘using a mirror booklets, worksheets and mirrors. 

Discuss at least question 1 with the class.

If the diagram is on the board, students could come to the front to draw an appropriate mirror line for each diagram.

e.g. 
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 Check that students understand how the activity works and are aware of the aims of the lesson.

Suggested activities (20 minutes):

Students should attempt to complete the remaining questions in the booklet.

Students should work in pairs to encourage discussion.

Set a time limit of 20 minutes on the activity.

For extra motivation, award points for each correct answer and generate a competition with rewards for the best scores.  

To make the activity simpler for less able students, tell them just to do 3 of the questions on each page.

Plenary (10 mins):

The plenary session can be used to mark the students work and check scores.

Review the aims of the lesson.
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
