UNITS OF LENGTH.

Aims/objectives:

To develop awareness of different units of measurement for length.

To develop an understanding of the relationship between metric units of length.

To develop an understanding of the relationship between imperial units of length.

To develop an understanding of the relationship between metric and imperial units of length.

Starting point (10 mins):

Start with a matching activity using the sticks.

The sticks have the following lengths:

1cm, 10cm, 1m, 1inch, 1 foot, 1 yard.

Invite students to come to the front and match a stick with its length. 

Question students about why they have chosen each pairing and question the class to see if they agree.

Continue until the class are happy that the pairings are correct.

To aid later activities, it is best to have the sticks and measurements displayed on the board in order from smallest to biggest.

Activity 1 (20 minutes):

Ask students to start with the smallest measurement (1cm) and write down how many they think will be needed to be the same as the larger measurements.

This could be done with the whole class to ensure that the students know how you want them to set the work out. (or see worksheet)

The students can work in pairs and move on to the other measurements.

This should be followed by discussion to generate the correct answers.

Activity 2 (10 minutes):

This is a speed test to practice for the mental arithmetic test.

A worksheet is provided. Answers should be written in books.

Plenary (5mins):

Use this time to mark the speed test.

Also give out small sheet of notes for students to stick in their books and learn.
